Mr. Gray discussed the status of five Navy IRP sites as follows: 
 
1. CB Landfill - He stated that they have long-term monitoring and land use controls at this site.  The site 

is closed and they do annual inspections. They have a signed Decision Document which was finalized  

September 2007. This is equivalent to a ROD. They do cap maintenance which involves cutting the grass 

every 6 months. A 5-year review is scheduled for 2013. There is no plans to build on this site. 

 
2. CB Generator Area - He stated that the site has been closed since 1983 based on an Initial  

Assessment Study (IAS). There is an USEPA concurrence letter for this site. 

 
3 and 4. Finegayan Landfill #1 and #2 - He stated this was closed in 1990.  There is an USEPA  

concurrence letter for this site. There were no administrative controls at the time the site was closed. It was  

closed based on the land use at the time of the decision. A geotechnical investigation is planned to  

determine if these sites can be used for parking during the Guam build-up. Future landuse will be  

determined. The study is planned for later this year. 

 
5. Trap and Skeet Range – Further study was recommended based on a Preliminary Assessment/ Site  

Inspection completed September 2010.  Currently further study is planned for 2014.
